	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 12, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Ms. Price. Mr. Bushnell noted one correction. All members voting in favor. The minutes were approved.

	Authorize Contract – Cortland Electronics/County Legislature

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Price. The Clerk said this contract will allow for a projector and screen to be placed in the meeting room. The project will be paid out of the Tobacco Asset Securitization Corporation’s surplus funds, which were accepted by the County last month. Ms. Price asked that atomic clocks also be looked into so meetings in both meeting rooms can start on time. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

· The County Attorney said there has been discussion about legislators sitting on other boards and a potential conflict of interest. Mr. Purser said a legislator can sit on any board and vote on policy, but should recuse themselves on any vote that allocates funding. 

· Mr. Purser announced a recent court decision in favor of the County. An article 78 proceeding regarding the SEQR negative declaration on a proposed local law in 2011 was dismissed by the courts. 

· Mr. Purser had been asked to review if the County could charge towns and villages for special elections. Mr. Purser said that the County may charge these municipalities if the legislature chooses to do so. 
· Mr. Howe said that schools are still using lever voting machines for their elections, but will no longer be able to do so in 2013. 
· The Clerk/Historian said he will be giving a speech in the Scott and Cortland Senior Centers on the history of Naturalizations in Cortland County. In June the historian will be speaking on roadside historic markers in Cortland County as part of the Senior Enrichment Day at SUNY Cortland.
