Ms. Sandwick said the landlord did this recognizing the agency’s funding being cut by nearly 50% over the last 10 years. The janitorial portion of the lease was previously excluded, and will not be included, also with a 10% reduction the first year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The money allocations are recommended by the Youth Board. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Pace, Agenda Item No. 10 was introduced. This contract allows Cooperative Extension to provide independent living services for some foster children. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	On motion of Mr. Park, seconded by Mr. Pace, Agenda Item No. 11 was introduced. Ms. Monroe said that this agreement allows DSS and the Area Agency on Aging to work together on the Home Energy Assistance Program (HEAP). All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	On motion of Mr. Pace, second by Mr. Fuller, Agenda Item No. 12 was introduced. Ms. Canzano disclosed that the person being appointed is her daughter, and that she has gotten an opinion from NYS that there is no conflict of interest in the appointment. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	
	Discussion Items
· Ms. Feuerherm said the County still has received no money from NYS for Pre-K services. The County is owed about $500,000 to date.
· Mr. Thayer said his department has heard nothing more from the Office of Medicaid Inspector General regarding the County refuting the findings of the audit. 

· Ms. Haskins reported that Older American’s Month celebrations went well, and that Preston Gosslee was announced the Senior of the Year. 

· Ms. Monroe said NYS is still complicating how/when they will take over Medicaid by 2018. She said in July the state will requesting information from counties regarding their respective roles in the Medicaid system.
