	Minutes
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 8, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Resolution to Approve Project, Authorize Acceptance of FAA Grants

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Mr. Ross. Mr. Fuller said this has been reviewed and approved by the Airport Advisory Board. The Navigational Aids at the airport are currently not working properly and the FAA will provide funds to repair them. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #2
	Award Highway Construction Project – Replacement of Large Culvert on E. River Road

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Pace, second by Mr. Troy. Mr. Chambers said this project will be 100% contracted work. The low bid was $347,000, and only $325,000 is in the budget line, so $22,000 will be moved from another project line. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #3
	Award Highway Construction Project – Reinforcement Bars on Union Valley Road

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Mr. Ross. Mr. Chambers said the construction for the project was already awarded, and this resolution is authorizing the purchase of the galvanized bars only. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #4
	Transfer Funds/Highway Capital Projects 

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Pace. Mr. Chambers said there was money left over in an old project account from work done on McLean Road. That money will be put into accounts that were reduced earlier in the year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #5
	Authorize Agreement – Local Waterfront Revitalization Program for Little York Lake Dam

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Pace, seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Thoma explained that this resolution is a required part of the grant application. He distributed a list of waterfront development projects and grants that Thoma has been awarded in the past. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Ross, who was opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Resolution #6
	Authorize Parking Fee – Dwyer Park July 3 Fireworks

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Mr. Pace. Previous parking for the event was $3. Money raised will go to offset the cost of highway and sheriff’s department employees working that night.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #7
	Transfer Funds/Highway – NYS Jets

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Chambers said the projects in this resolution need to be delayed due to the bids for Gee Brook Road being higher than expected. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Cornell made a motion to authorize the Highway Department to go out to bid for metal object removal. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
· Mr. Buerkle said the Airport Advisory Board has recommended an RFP be issued for the use of Hangar #3. He said the hangar, (the smallest of the large hangars) is currently held by an aircraft maintenance business. A survey of airport users has determined that people are not utilizing the business for a variety of reasons. He said other aviation mechanics have expressed interest. The current agreement expires in August and Mr. Buerkle said the Board hopes to have a tenant for a five-year lease by that time. Mr. Troy made a motion to authorize the issuance of an RFP for the space. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. 

· The committee discussed the possibility of creating new highway maps, as the ones in circulation now are outdated. Mr. Park suggested utilizing occupancy tax for this project in 2013. 

· Mr. Chambers discussed the status of the NYS “Forward Four” transportation program, which results in the loss of funds to the County for three projects that have already gone through the design stage for more than $100,000 and are part of the 10-year Highway plan. Chairman Park will be submitting a letter to Congressman Hannah and other parties in opposition to the plan, and a plea to reinstate County funding. 

· Mr. Troy said that legislators Ross, Wheelock and Troy met with Ernie Dodge of the JM Murray Center regarding signage at the Recycling Center. Mr. Ross contact Mr. Dodge again to get the exact wording and dimensions of any signs that will be created.
