	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 10, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor. The minutes were approved.

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Hartnett, Agenda Item No. 1 was introduced. Ms. Barber said that elected and appointed officials are required to keep a calendar and submit time worked to participate in the NYS retirement program. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

· The Clerk/Historian said he recently presented a program on Historic Marker program at the Senior Enrichment Day at SUNY Cortland.

· Mr. Brown said that the Board of Elections is reviewing a product from SOE Software, the company that currently provides on-line training. The software will allow for better election night reporting. If the board chooses to move forward the software would be paid for with money provided to the County from the Help America Vote Act.
· School Districts throughout the state will no longer be able to use the lever voting machines in 2013, and will be turning to the Board of Elections to assist. Mr. Brown said the districts could be charged for the service and machines, and he is looking into how other counties will be handling this. 
· Ms. Barber reviewed the vacancy report. The Health Department’s compliance officer position is being reviewed and possibly reclassified, with the possibility of expanding the scope of work to other departments. 
· Ms. Barber said that RFPs for the County medical and pharmaceutical program have gone out, with proposals due back July 2. 

· The Clerk said the Personnel Department and the Health and Wellness Committee held an employee appreciation event at Little York Lake and Dwyer Park, and thanked those responsible. 

· Mr. Purser said the land transfers for the Emergency Interoperable Communications System are nearly all complete and should be finished by the end of the month.  

· Mr. Pace said he has gathered a lot of research from other counties as to how various boards operate, including Advisory Boards, Advisory Committees, sub-committees, Task Forces etc… He said every county does it differently and ultimately it comes down to the Legislature’s rules and how they define each group. He distributed a suggested list of definitions. He said one aspect he feels lacks in Cortland County is oversight of the various groups by the appointing authority. Mr. Cornell thanked Mr. Pace for his work and asked the committee to review this for potential discussion at an upcoming legislative work session.
