All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Pace, Agenda Item No. 3 was introduced. Ms. Price noted that the same people in the previous two resolutions are being appointed to the Community Services Board, and that the bylaws require that each sub-committee have a certain number of CSB members. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Accept Funds – System of Care Learning Collaborative

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Pace, Agenda Item No. 4 was introduced. Mr. Thayer said that the $5,000 grant will allow employees to attend trainings and work with DSS to expand an integrated system of services and agencies throughout the County. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #5
	Authorize Agreements – Home Care for Cortland County Inc. 

	discussion
	On motion of Ms. Cobb, second by Mr. Spaulding, Agenda Item No. 5 was introduced. Mr. Thayer said that this service was formerly provided by the Health Department, but with the sale of the CHHA, the Mental Health Dept. needs a nurse on call if the Mental Health Nurse is unavailable. Mr. Fuller requested that the resolution include an account and that the contract not exceed $10,000. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	
	Discussion Items
· Ms. Sandwick said that the two-County regional plan is due Sept. 14, following a 30 day hearing, starting Aug. 14. She said it has been nearly a year that she has been holding two positions, and that will be evaluated in the Regional Plan.
· Ms. Feuerherm said the Health Department is working with the Sheriff’s Department to provide a rapid Hepatitis C test, rather than the more lengthy and costly blood test. 

· Ms. Sobko and Ms. Cushing, and two Horizon House clients, Wayne and Tom, spoke regarding the transition from Grant Street to Clayton Ave, the Family Support Program and the importance of the program to its clients and the community. Ms. Cushing said the clinic will be adding a daily wellness program and insomnia services. Ms. Sobko spoke about the respite program. They serve about 40 families each year, (63 in 2011, with 195 clients). Mr. Thayer said that these programs do more than just provide services. He said building strengths is as important as addressing needs.
· Ms. Canzano is working on the annual assessment from the 2011 funding program. There were 26 agencies that provided programs for 60,181 youth visits, ages birth to 20 years of age. She added that the Homer teen program at the congregational church is closing the program due to lack of funds.

· Mr. Thayer said the search is on-going for a part-time child psychiatrist.
