They also purchase diesel and may request that in the future. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Fuller discussed a letter from Mrs. Poole regarding the conditions of Truxton-Tully Road and he told the committee that he is working with Mr. Chambers to discuss options to improve the road conditions. 
· Mr. Chambers said he may be bringing a change order next month for Gee Brook Road. He said a shale formation will need to be moved for the project, which was not expected.  
· Mr. Chambers said about $1,000 more than last year was received in parking fees for the July 3 fireworks celebration. The fee was increased from $3 to $5. 

· Mr. Chamber said the County is working on the details of the amended contract with Gomez & Sullivan regarding the engineering changes to the Little York Lake dam. 

· The snow and ice reimbursement revenue from the state is only 66% of what was budgeted, due to such a warm winter. There will likely be some savings from reduced salt usage to offset the loss.
