	Discussion Items

	BUD Material
Mr. Troy said three years ago the EnSol report said a short-term goal for the landfill should be to accept BUD material as alternative cover. The highway department spends about $80,000 per year to mine shale, much of which is used as cover. Mr. Fuller said the County can only take up to 25% of the actual tonnage received, so at 20,000 tons of trash the county could only accept 5,000 tons of BUD material. However, BUD does not reflect against your permitted tonnage. 

The committee discussed the possibility of finding 5,000 tons of BUD material within the County and agreed it would be necessary to open the landfill to the statewide BUD market, as the Legislature would be able to determine which BUD material would be accepted. Mr. Fuller noted that the local law would need to be changed to allow for acceptance. He said he would also like to amend the law to include acceptance of out-of-county recyclables, as while it is not included in the law now, he believes that is already being practiced. Ms. Arnold suggested that the law state categories of recyclables should be set by resolution, rather than the local law. 
Mr. Willcox made a motion to amend the local law to include out-of-county BUD material and recyclables, but not out-of-county trash at this time. Seconded by Mr. Pace. All members voting in favor; none opposed. 

Ms. Williams said that haulers are required to charge sales tax, and therefore should be required to show a certificate of proof of sales tax in order to obtain a commercial tipping permit at the landfill. Mr. Ross made a motion to require said certificate to collect sales tax be required as part of the permit process, starting in January, 2013. Seconded by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
Mr. Park said that the County has issued a bid package for operation of the Recycling Center, but said that the County should not require that prevailing wage rate be paid any employees working there as that could dissuade interested parties from bidding on the project. The committee agreed that an addendum be added to the bid, stating that prevailing wage rate is not necessary to submit a response.
