The majority of the funds go to pay for health department salaries. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Abolish/Create – Fiscal Officer, Compliance Officer/Administrative Services Manager/Office Manager

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Spaulding, second by Mr. Natoli, Agenda Item No. 2 was introduced. Mr. Thayer said these title changes will more accurately reflect jobs that are being done and make the office more effective. The money is within the 2012 budget lines. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #3
	Authorize Agreements – Empire Interpreting Services.

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Pace, Agenda Item No. 3 was introduced. Mr. Thayer said the County is required to provide interpreting services when necessary. Mr. Purser said the resolution should include a cost not to exceed to help his office and the auditor process the contract. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Authorize Agreement – Cortland County Employment and Training Department

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Natoli, Agenda Item No. 4 was introduced. Ms. Monroe said that this resolution will allow DSS to pay for an employee to work in the One-Stop Career Center on Main Street, which works with several programs in DSS. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #5
	Authorize Agreements – Home Care for Cortland County Inc. 

	discussion
	On motion of Ms. Cobb, second by Mr. Spaulding, Agenda Item No. 5 was introduced. Mr. Thayer said that this service was formerly provided by the Health Department, but with the sale of the CHHA, the Mental Health Dept. needs a nurse on call if the Mental Health Nurse is unavailable. Mr. Fuller requested that the resolution include an account and that the contract not exceed $10,000. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	
	Discussion Items
· Ms. Sandwick the summer employment program is up and running, and 70 children through the TANF program run through DSS, and another 20 Workforce Investment children. A Tompkins County employer, Purity Ice Cream, donated funds for four additional employment spots. 
· The Employment & Training Department provided a rapid response program for Intertek, which will be moving some services to Texas. The jobs are mostly office workers, and are about 11 jobs. 

· Mr. Thayer said the new Countywide 211 system is now live and running and will help those in need of nearly any type of service to more readily access assistance.
· Mental Health employees will be meeting with jail administrators regarding the needs of inmates and discussing the possibility of improving or consolidating services.

· Mr. Thayer reported that the designation for the Cortland County Health Home has been awarded to Health Homes of Upstate New York, however no implementation date for the Health Homes program in Cortland County has not been determined by the state.
· Ms. Canzano said allocations for 2012 are almost done and the contracts are in the attorney’s office. The Youth Board is beginning to evaluate the plan for next year.
· Ms. Monroe reviewed the DSS caseload statistics. She said that temporary assistance cases are lower than they were a year ago at this time. Child Protective Services hotline cases had three consecutive months with over 100 referrals, which is an unprecedented level. The percentage of placements classified as child protective cases is going up, and it appears that drug and alcohol abuse in families is a large factor.
