	Approval of Minutes

	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Parker. Mr. Hess said the cost will not exceed $175 per month. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	· Mr. B. Parker said that the Safety Officer is working on Hazardous Materials training for Highway employees, and is also compiling the annual PESH reports.  

· Mr. Miller said the courthouse steps repair project is going well. The sidewalls will need repair soon, as this project only includes the steps themselves. Mr. B. Parker said there is a lot of masonry work that needs to be done on all buildings in the County, and it may be worth hiring a position rather than contracting for all the work. The estimated salary of a Building Maintenance Mechanic, with fringe benefits would be in the $30,000 range. Mr. Park asked for a list of projects and their priority. 
· Mr. B. Parker said the County is still in the “punch-list stage” of the NYPA program, and the County has not signed off on the project. A door at the public safety building must be replaced, and modifications are necessary in the boiler room ventilation system of the public safety building as well. 

· The crows have returned to courthouse park and surrounding areas. The courthouse security has received more than 30 complaints. The County has tried turning the lights off on the dome, lighting their fireworks, and the foggers, utilizing grape-seed oil are on order. He said there has been little, or no cooperation from the city on this effort. 

· Mr. Murphy said an RFP for W. Court Street and Horizon House will be going out soon. 

· The maintenance and repairs on the sprinkler system at the recycling center went well.

· Mr. Whitney said the Cortlandville Fire District is interested in a partnership with the County for cleaning and maintenance of its facilities. Mr. B. Parker said this is a possibility, but the County does not have the personnel available at this time to take on such a project.
