	Approval of Minutes

Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of January 10, 2012. Seconded by R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	discussion
	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Whitney. Mr. Corpora said this is done every year, but this year the price has gone up about $500. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	· Mr. Evener said he has been working on getting employees trained in the new confined space policy, and that he will be doing the annual inspection in the County Office Building soon.  

· Mr. B. Parker said he has provided the committee with a list of nearly 80 different projects, of varying scale, that would keep a mason busy, and he still believes the County would be best served with a Building Maintenance Mechanic position. Mr. Murphy and Mr. Willcox asked to have the list prioritized, with cost estimates to compare to a new position. 
· Ms. Feuerherm and Ms. Friedman spoke of a syringe disposal program that would strategically place needle disposal kiosks around the city of Cortland. This would be an effort to combat a rise in Hepatitis C cases in Cortland County.  Cortland Prevention Resources would need to contract with OSHA-qualified personnel to clean, maintain and dispose of the needles – in this case, the Building & Grounds department. The County currently has an agreement for medical waste disposal with Cortland Regional Medical Center, who has tentatively agreed to accept the additional material from kiosks at no additional charge, but there is money in the budget if that should change. The County pays $1.22 per pound of waste, and that has never exceeded 50 pounds. Ms. Friedman said the kiosks are just part of a communitywide approach to educate against the dangers of needle sharing and other activities that may cause additional spread of Hepatitis C. 
· Mr. B. Parker said the NYPA energy project is still in the punch list phase. He said a problem maintaining pressure in the County Office Building due to a leak has been fixed, and additional problems in the courthouse steam traps are being addressed. 

· The work required to replace the steps on the west side of the courthouse has been less extensive than the east side and will be done soon. However the curtain walls on both sets of stairs are still in need of repair. 
· The crows are back, despite the use of the grape seed oil foggers. Mr. B. Parker said Erlich, the fogger manufacturer, has sprayed the trees directly, which has proven to work well, but then the birds return. He said due to the height of the foggers and wind patterns, it is a matter of finding the right location and intervals for the foggers to run. He said the crows are harder to move once a location has been established, and hopefully next year the foggers will keep the crows from returning next year.
· The Homer Center for the Arts in Homer has asked for the use of three recycling receptacles. The Buildings & Grounds department has extra receptacles and the committee agreed to provide them.
