	Approval of Minutes

Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of March 8, 2012. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Discussion Items

	Masonry Projects
Mr. Parker submitted potential costs from Bell & Spina, JCM Architects, Joe Kash and figures provided by Mr. R. Parker for various masonry projects throughout the County. Mr. Hess provided a PowerPoint presentation of photos of the necessary work. Mr. Willcox said the west entrance to the County Office Building was not pictured, and noted that the step and doors need work. Mr. Parker said some of the work can be done in-house, however his staff does not have the time or the money budgeted for the work. Other work, such as the courthouse sidewalls and center steps at the County Office Building will need to be contracted. The committee discussed the priority of the various projects. Mr. Parker said the budgeted $100,000 is for regular maintenance of County facilities, and windows for 37 Church Street. Mr. Murphy will get together with Mr. Parker and Mr. Chambers from the Highway Department regarding this masonry work, and will present a plan to the committee at the next meeting. 
Cooperative Extension Information Technology

Mr. Corpora said that Cooperative Extension has requested Internet access through the County, which was done about 10 years ago, but not since. CCE is willing to pay for it, about $50 per month, and it will not cost the County anything to provide the service. Mr. Whitney made a motion to approve this and prepare a resolution and contract if necessary. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Facility Requests

The Sustainable Cortland Group is holding an Earth Day celebration called Cortland Blooms, and have requested use of a basement room during the festival. Mr. Boyden made a motion to allow usage. Seconded by Mr. Whitney. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
The Cortland Cultural Council has requested use of the County portion of Courthouse Park for the annual Art & Wine Festival. Mr. R. Parker made a motion to approve the request, pending proper insurance requirements. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Other Discussion Items

· Mr. Fuller said that the Cooperative Extension RUBEY project has several artistic bicycle pieces that they intend to display in front of the County Office Building. The committee agreed that any items to be put on display, by any department, should be approved by Mr. B. Parker. 

· Mr. Park said someone from the B&G Committee should devise a plan with City and SUNY representatives to prepare for when the crows come back in the fall. Mr. R. Parker volunteered to do so.

· Mr. B. Parker provided a proposal from Erlich Pest Removal for cleaning the courthouse roof. He said 880 pounds of crow guano was removed last week and taken to the landfill. The committee agreed no action is necessary at this point on the Erlich proposal. 
· The carpet in the Public Defender’s office needs to be replaced (about 160 square yards, at $25 per yard). Mr. B. Parker said this is a good deal, but it is a variance from the carpet replacement program. Mr. R. Parker made a motion to proceed. Seconded by Mr. Boyden. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
