	minutes
	Ms. Price made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 7, 2012 meeting. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Amend 2012 Budget/Transfer Funds – Health Dept. (Patient Expenses)

	discussion
	Ms. Price made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Pace. Ms. Feuerherm said she does not anticipate using all $250,000 now that the agreement with HCR is near complete, however these funds need to be transferred to cover patient expenses. Most of the money will be recouped through billing.  All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #2
	Authorize Agreement/Accept Funds – Integrated Cancer Services Program

	discussion
	Ms. Price made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Pace. Ms. Feuerherm said the money from this grant primarily covers personnel costs for a mandated program. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Amend Terms of 2012 Contract – Mental Health and Ability Networks

	discussion
	Mr. Pace made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Price. MR. Thayer said this will allow for an additional terminal for two staff members at the Mental Health Department to be used for billing Medicaid. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Other discussion
	Pre-K Transportation Bids
Ms. Feuerherm said the current contract with First Transit for Pre-K transportation comes to an end in June, however the contract allows for a one-year extension. This was discovered after the County requested bids for a new contract, which are due back March 19. Mr. Purser said the County is not obligated to accept the bids, and Mr. Murphy suggested comparing the one-year extension to the bid results from the company. Mr. Park said that if the County accepts bids from First Transit, and the bids come in higher, can the County still exercise the option, or can First Transit withdraw the extension offer. Mr. Purser said the contract calls for an extension, which can be utilized at the County’s discretion, whether bids were requested and/or received.
Public Health Engineer
Ms. Feuerherm said the County has found an interested candidate for the Public Health Engineer position, and she hopes to have it filled soon, pending action by the Personnel Committee to hire the candidate above the entry-level base salary. 
Hepatitis C and Needle Program
Ms. Feuerherm said Hepatitis C cases continue to increase in the County. She said one effort to combat the outbreak is to provide needle kiosks (One near the S. Main Street area, one at the Public Safety Building and one on Clayton Ave.) Cortland Prevention Resources will be the agency requesting the kiosks, and has asked that the County Building & Grounds crew maintain, empty and clean the secure kiosks. She said about two calls per week come in requesting guidelines and locations for needle disposal. She said the disposal will be done through the County’s contract with Cortland Regional Medical Center, who has agreed not to charge the County for kiosk disposal during the program’s inception.
Youth Bureau/Youth Board
Ms. Canzano reviewed a resolution to be approved at session regarding Youth Board appointments, and said one more youth member needs to be appointed. 
Ms. Canzano said Mr. Purser and the Office of Children and Family Services have given the opinion that legislators serving on the Youth Board should not be voting due to a conflict of interest. The committee agreed that this could have far-reaching implications if legislators were forced to resign from various boards outside of the legislature. Mr. Pace said the example reviewed by Mr. Purser and OFCS was a specific example and may not reflect a broad conflict for all legislators. No further action was taken. 
Mental Health Update
Mr. Thayer said the state has approved downsizing and relocating the Horizon House services to Clayton Ave. He said discussions regarding renovations are ongoing, and that while there will be some disruption of services due to construction, it will be kept to a minimum.

Mr. Thayer said Cortland County is in the state’s third phase of implementation for the Health Homes program, which is a more communitywide approach to care. The application deadline is in April and programs won’t start until July. He said counties who are beginning the process now will be able to provide a better idea of management and potential costs. 
Mr. Thayer said the Community Services Board and Chemical Dependency Sub-Committee each have a vacancy, but that there are potential candidates for each seat.

Mr. Thayer said a 2-1-1 program is a hotline for services being offered in Cortland County. The program will initially be paid for through a variety of grants, with hopes of a more steady source in the future. There will be a informational meeting on March 14 to make agencies more familiar with the service. 
Dr. Strayhorn’s reading/peer program is being moved to his private practice.
