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County Appoints Director of Budget & Finance

Peggy Mousaw to lead Budget Process and oversee financial operations
CORTLAND – At last night’s Legislative Session the Cortland County Legislature unanimously appointed Ms. Peggy Mousaw of Colton, NY, as the Director of Budget & Finance. 

Mousaw, Treasurer for the Village of Lake Placid for the last six years, has 14 years of municipal finance experience. She has also served as the Deputy Budget Officer for St. Lawrence County, and has worked as a private consultant for construction and project management companies throughout the United States. 
“I’m honored that Cortland County has put their faith in me to lead their budget process and financial operations,” Mousaw said after the meeting. “I’m looking forward to working with the Legislature, Department Heads and all County employees to ensure that they have solid financial information on which to base their policy decisions.”

Mousaw will be the Budget Officer for the County, which was vacated in August with the resignation of former County Administrator Martin Murphy. In 2014 the Legislature implemented an early budget process in order to adopt the budget prior to elections. Mousaw and the Legislature hope to continue that process so preparing the 2016 Budget will be one of the first items of business. 
“Ms. Mousaw comes to us with extensive financial and managerial experience,” said Legislator Kevin Whitney, who serves as Chair of the Budget & Finance Committee. “The entire Legislature is excited to have her on board and we’re looking forward to having her guidance to assist us.
Mousaw was appointed until December 31, 2015, at annual salary of $95,172. She will begin her employment with the County May 18
