DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS: 

The work involves responsibility for the skilled operation, maintenance, and repair of specialized equipment assigned to the county recycling facility.  Activities are performed outdoors, year-round under all weather conditions.  The work is performed under the general supervision of the Recycling Crew Leader or high-ranking supervisor according to established procedures and techniques.  Does related work as required.

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES: (Illustrative only)

Operates a single horizontal ram baler and a double horizontal ram baler with 

automatic tie unit, skid steer loader and fork lift;

Performs moderate maintenance and repair to facility equipment;

Performs semi-skilled maintenance work on an occasional basis to repair or maintain building facilities;

Prepares routine maintenance and repair records;

May respond to questions, complaints, etc., from individuals using the facility;

Performs related manual labor tasks when necessary.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS:

Good knowledge of the operation and maintenance of the motor equipment used at material recovery facilities;
